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Dr. Farzad Mostashari is a lead practitioner and convener in the use of health information technology for public health.  He did his graduate training at the Harvard School of Public Health and Yale Medical School, internal medicine residency at Mass General Hospital, and completed the CDC’s Epidemic Intelligence Service.  He was one of the lead investigators in the outbreaks of West Nile Virus and anthrax in NYC.  

Dr. Mostashari is Assistant Commissioner and Chair of the Primary Care Information Taskforce at the DOHMH, with the goal of encouraging and facilitating the adoption of secure public health-oriented health information technology and health information exchange in New York City.
