Robert Murphy, MD, was appointed Medical Director, Information Systems at Memorial Hermann Healthcare System in January 2005, and named Chief Medical Informatics Officer in 2008. He is responsible for system-wide leadership on the physician aspects of clinical information system projects, especially for clinical decision support and physician order entry.

Dr. Murphy is board certified in Emergency Medicine, and completed his residency in emergency medicine at Henry Ford Hospital in Detroit. He graduated from the University of  Kentucky College of Medicine after finishing his undergraduate work at Rice University in Houston. Prior to coming to Memorial Hermann, he was Chief Medical Informatics Officer at Norton Healthcare in Louisville, Kentucky, where he lead the EMR deployment that resulted in full electronic nursing documentation and physician results retrieval.
At Memorial Hermann, Dr. Murphy is physician leader on the AdvancedCare4 “e-Ordering” (computerized provider order entry) project, and supervised implementation of CPOE at two community hospitals. He led development of over 160 evidence-based order sets and the creation of clinical decision support systems to reduce errors and improve quality.
Dr. Murphy was a Fellow of the American College of Emergency Physicians. He is a active member of the American Medical Informatics Association, the Healthcare Information and Management Systems Society, and the Scottsdale Institute.
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
