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Biography

Dr. Shoolin is a Family Physician practicing over 20 years in suburban Chicago.  Currently he provides patient care part-time in Advocate Medical Group, a multi-specialty organization.

In April 2002 he assumed the role of Advocate Health Care’s Vice-President for Clinical Informatics.  Dr. Shoolin is leading the system’s clinical transformation of healthcare, focusing on patient safety, utilizing information technology as the enabler.  Currently he is engaged in introducing practice change and standardization across Advocate’s eight in-patient sites of care.  The plan anticipates broad use of computerized provider order entry (CPOE) with eventual migration to a full electronic medical record (EMR).  Dr. Shoolin is working with a large team including clinicians and IT specialists to bring this vision to fruition.

His previous positions were as Medical Director of Quality and Care Management at Advocate Lutheran General Hospital and simultaneously as Medical Director for Advocate Lutheran General Health Partners (ALGHP), a PHO.  While in his Lutheran General role from 1997-2002, the hospital was continuously named as one of the top 100 hospitals in the United States, named the #1 hospital in quality in Chicago by HCIA and named as a U.S Top 10 as “standard-bearer in patient safety and innovation” by Consumers’ Checkbook (non-profit consumer education group).  In his ALGHP role, Dr. Shoolin engaged physicians in quality improvements in the areas of cardiovascular risk profiling and prevention and diabetic care.  He also began a hospitalist program at Lutheran General Hospital.

Dr. Shoolin graduated from the University of Illinois-Urbana in 1972 with high honors and distinction.  He received his D.O. degree from the Chicago College of Osteopathic Medicine (now Midwestern University) in 1976 and completed his residency in Family Practice at Lutheran General Hospital in 1979.  He returned to school and commenced his studies with an MBA in January 2002 from The Lake Forest Graduate School of Management.

Dr. Shoolin is married with two daughters, one living in NYC pursuing a musical theater career, the other at the University of North Carolina-Chapel Hill in Cultural Studies.
